The two
other soldiers were also killed. Stelmat was a medic attached to
the 1132nd Military Police.”

We laid DJ to rest on Monday. He moved to Bethlehem as
a youngster and graduated from Profile High School. DJ
fought in Afghanistan, before deciding that he could not
risk killing civilians. He was granted a general discharge.
Within two years, he had enlisted in the Guard as a medic.

DJ had served on the Ski Patrol at Cannon. He was a
respected Emergency Medical Technician. By all accounts,
some of which were shared at services in Bethlehem on
March 31, DJ was an ebullient youth, a proud soldier and
fearless in his compassion. A full obituary will appear in
this paper at a later date.
